
Getting the Most Out of SchoolFusion 
 

Holy Trinity Episcopal School has been using the SchoolFusion system for 
the last few years to facilitate communication between school and home. As 
we have learned more about the system, we have realized that one of its 
most powerful features is its calendar.  
 
You may have noticed that each classroom has a calendar on which 
important dates are recorded. Most of us, though, need information from 
many calendars. This is the strength of the system. 
 
When you sign in, you can see a personalized calendar that includes only the 
information for classrooms or groups of which you are a member. 
 
For example, consider Jane Titan, the parent of a 5th grade student named 
Joe and a 2nd grade student named Tom. When Jane wants to know what is 
going on, she has to go to the Holy Trinity SchoolFusion site.

There she can sign on with her username and password. 
 

 
 
 
Now she has new options. 
 

 
 
When she clicks on ‘My Family’, she sees a page with information on her 
two sons, Joe (5th grade) and Tom (2nd Grade) 
 
 
 
 
 



She can view 
information about her 
children individually or 
together using the link at 
the bottom of the page. 
 

 
 

The default view for 
the student calendars 
is by week, though 
clicking on the Day, 
Month or Year links 
on the calendar will 
change the view. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
By clicking the 
‘My Page’ 
link, Jane has a 
page where she 
can view her 
children’s 
events and 
even schedule 
her own 
personal events 
so she can see 
them on the 
same calendar 
as her 
children’s 
events. 
 

 
Clicking on ‘View Enlarged Calendar will give her a full-screen calendar 
with which to work. 
 

Finally, on the 
‘Community Calendar’ 
page, there is an option 
to ‘Overlay Personal 
Calendar’. This will 
allow you to see your 
events, your children’s 
events with the all-
school events. 
 

 
Also on this calendar are options for syncing with other calendar products 
and PDA’s. Experiment and see what success you have making Fusion work 
with other products.
